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Growth. Connectivity. Discovery. Trust.

One day last spring, Courtney Bakervoiced something very important about the nature of our work.

Growing up, Courtney had sworn to someday buy a wild property near her house. She dreamed of keeping it safe. The
plants and animals she had shared her childhood with had a right to exist,and she wanted to make it happen.

And then: life. University. Travel Work. Bills. Family responsibilities. At some point she realized the property was out of
reach; maybe forever. But The Couchiching Conservancy caught her eye. She realized that what she couldn't achieve
alone, she could do with others. She could help protect some of the land she grew up loving by working collectively with
like-minded people. Shesigned up to volunteer and eventually became a Conservancystaff member.

Joan Rosebush,one of over 200 people who made gifts to help protect a 730-acre tract on the Black Riverthis year,had a
similar story (seedonor profile by turning the page). What she couldn't achieve alone, she did with the Conservancy

That is the power and the promise of this organization .

It is the energy that allowed us to protect close to 1,000 acresin the last 13 months and approach $1 million in annual
revenue. It's what gives us the confidence to take on projects like the acquisition of Black River Wildlands, where 4.4 kms
of the Black River are now protected on both sides. It's at the core of our strategic planning that focuses on connecting
natural hotspots to create crucial corridors for wildlife. It's the glue that binds hundreds of volunteers who logged more
than 7,500 hours of time working on stewardship and researchand community outreach.

It's avision: what we may not be able to do alone, we can do together .

That's the driving force behind changes to our property team structure and our investment in citizen science We've
contributed to regional scientific knowledge through inventories and wildlife tracking technology. Our Passportto Nature
program is being promoted by The Gosling Foundation as a model acrossCanada

There is so much to do, and change is coming on us so fast that there is a critical need for inspired, well-trained, well-
informed volunteers to play multiple roles in the care and protection of our wild spaces

Mark Smiley, one of the most highly-regarded environmental organizers in North America, recently started a seminar
with an African proverb: If you want to go fast, go alone. If you want to go far, go together. That is what Courtney Baker
and Joan Rosebushare expressing.

Caring for the Land you Love

134 acre Dale Easement Completed

An effort that stretched over several years came to a happy conclusion when Peter Dale and Louise Calvert-Dale
donated a conservation easementon 134 acresof their Oro-Medonte home property in early January. This acreage
on the edge of the Oro Moraine contains beautiful mixed forests, open meadows and mixed wood swamps. A
segment of Coulson Creek runs through it, directly downstream from the West Coulson Swamp. It has habitat for
at least eight speciesof provincial significance.

The Daleshave stewarded the property carefully over the yearsand have now ensured it will be protected forever.

A shift in the way we manage properties
We have a challenge.

Thereis an urgent need to protect more natural habitat in the Lake Couchiching region which is slated for some of
the highest growth pressure in Canadaover the next 25 years. At the same time, we cannot ethically acquire land
that we can't effectively steward. Our ability to care for the lands under our protection poses a potential bottleneck
in our drive to protect more land.

We have carefully managed the financial side of the equation, growing our resources and prudently adding
excellent staff asfunding allowed, but staff alone can't open up that bottleneck sufficiently.

One of the key solutions is to maximize the potential of our powerful and dedicated volunteer base. To that end,
the following goals have been identified :

A Grow our volunteer resourcesto increaseour capacity to steward the land at peak efficiency;

A Generate more data on the properties under protection to guide stewardship decisions, particularly in the face
of climate change;

A Create more value for volunteers by providing them with new field skills and giving them meaningful
opportunities to contribute to conservation

We spent months experimenting with our systems,asking hard questions and

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With this new, refined approach still in its infancy,
we know from the preliminary results that we're
on the right track. In 2017, the number of team
visits to properties doubled. We experienced an
unprecedented 100% retention rate among water
guality volunteers who, among other things did
benthic kick tests at 13 sites to develop a clear
picture of the quality of our streams. The
program led to a special focus on Sundial Creek
at Grant Wetland, home to the last population of
Brook Trout within the City of Orillia. or\_

Volunteers reported 58 sightings to Ontario
Nature's Reptile and Amphibian Atlas project in
the fall alone. When we announced the volunteer
opportunities  for reptile and amphibian
monitoring, the program was full in three weeks
and that included 19 new volunteers.

Our Lunch-and-Learn program for volunteers has been hugely popular, averaging
40-50 people per sessionand a robust schedule of 10 training events is planned for
2018.

Becausethe program is built on collaboration intended to support efforts already
underway, we added or strengthened partnerships with seven different
organizations.

It's not just our volunteers who have experienced change. Staff roles have been
restructured to make it possible. In helping us establish the volunteer tracking
systems and developing training sessions, volunteer coordinator Gay Guthrie laid
critical groundwork during her contract with the

Conservancy Stewardship Program Manager David Hawke and Project Manager
Dorthea Hangaard were tasked with working in a new collaborative relationship to
merge property management and citizen science Together they have orchestrated a
remarkable transition in just a few months.

Consolidating this approach will be a high priority for 2018, as we funnel more
community energy into conservation to allow us to continue to deliver on our
promise to care for the land at the same pace we protect it.

At this critical time, volunteers have never been more important to our success

The Couchiching Conservancy logged a strong financial performance during the 2016-17 fiscal year, driven by
growth in community support, foundation support and a high-profile public campaign to acquire a 730-acre
property on the Black River. The Conservancycompleted the year with an operating surplus, putting it in a position
to bolster reserves Our President's Reservewas increased by $30,000 a portion of which will support a modest
benefits package over four yearsto improve our ability to retain and recruit quality staff. Our acquisition fund --
critical to our ability to reach our land protection goals -- was also increased by $22,762 while the Heartwood Fund
continued to grow by $38,917, bringing its actual cash value to $254,226. Additional pledges have pushed
Heartwood Fund projections over the $2-million mark. Overall our net assets increased from $4,699,574 to
$5,013,700 by October 31, 2017.
